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Materials

Action
Explain that each student (or student group) will review an animal news arƟcle from 
a  designated Web site and research further informaƟon about the featured animal. 
They will then present their research and review to the class during a mock Global 
News Conference.

InInstruct each student or student group to visit hƩp://news.naƟonal-
geograpic.com/news/animals.html and select an arƟcle that they find interesƟng. 
Each will have a different arƟcle to review and research.

Instruct students to research the following informaƟon from their news arƟcle.
Geographic area the arƟcle pertains to
Animal (subject of the arƟcle)
Summary of arƟcle
ArƟcle rArƟcle review
Animal genus and species (scienƟfic name)
Animal range and habitat
Animal diet
Five fun facts describing the animal’s behaviors, adaptaƟons, or populaƟon status.

Mock Global NMock Global News Conference—Instruct students to move their desks/tables into a 
circle or U-shaped configuraƟon. Next, the students should create a name plate for 
themselves staƟng their name and the animal subject of the arƟcle. Instruct students 
to place their name plates facing the interior of the circle or U-shape. Lastly, hang or 
place a large world map on the classroom bulleƟn board or a separate cork board.

InInstruct each student to begin their 3 to 5 minute presentaƟon by idenƟfying the 
geographic area their arƟcle pertains to. Have them place a colored push pin into the 
corresponding area on the World Map Funsheet. If a specific area is not menƟoned 
the student may idenƟfy the geographic range of the animal. Next, students will pres-
ent their research.
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
